Unit 2 in the grade 7 math program deals with Integers. Students activate their prior experience with positive and negative numbers by using integers to represent real-life situations.  We use colour tiles to represent integers.  The goal is that through the use of manipulatives, the number line and drawings, student understanding of integers will deepen.  Students will use integer concepts to represent real-life situations involving direction, distances, temperature and money concepts.  Understanding integer operations is key in working with algebraic equations in later grades.

negative integer:  		a number less than 0





opposite integer:  		two integers with a sum of 0; for example, +3 and -3 are opposite 					integers





positive integer: 		a number greater than 0





zero pair: 			two opposite numbers whose sum is equal to zero
