1. WAPOS BAY: RAIDERS OF THE LOST ART - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Children’s Production
A light-hearted stop-motion animation series about the adventures of three Cree children living in remote northern Saskatchewan. 
2. VY'S VIETNAM - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Children’s Production
Le Van An Vy is an energetic 10 year old boy living in the ancient town of Hoi An, Vietnam.  Viewers are led on a fascinating tour of Vy's neighborhood and community and are introduced to the customs and traditions of his vibrant culture.
3. UNCLE BOB'S HOSPITAL VISIT - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Children’s Production
Uncle Bob is getting up in years, but manages quite well, thank you. Then an unexpected illness changes everything. 
YOUTH SAFETY TOUR presented by SGI   (Youth 11 to 17 years of age.  Length: 50 minutes, 30 seconds)
1. WIPEOUT - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Documentary Science/Medicine

Narrated by Olympic Gold medalist Ross Rebagliati, Wipe Out tells the story of three young men living with permanent brain damage as the result of crashes they suffered pursuing extreme sports.

Join the adventure at Sundogs Sled Excursions.  Brad Muir brings his love of winter, the environment and dog sledding to Saskatchewan, one rider at a time.


3. MOVING ON: JENNA'S MARATHON - 2009 Documentary Short Subject submission

Swimming across Lake Ontario does not qualify as a quick dip on a hot summer's day. But Jenna Lambert, who has cerebral palsy, was determined to do it to raise money to build an accessible pool in her hometown.


NATURE & ENVIRONMENT TOUR   (Various.  Length: 1 hour, 34 minutes)
1. MAD COW SACRED COW - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Documentary Nature/Environment, winner of Best Research and Ruth Shaw Best of Saskatchewan Award recipient

Mad Cow Sacred Cow - a farm crisis, a food crisis and the bizarre journey of a beef-eating Hindu.  Terrified of his food, filmmaker Anand Ramayya embarks on a journey from his in-law’s family farm in Canada all the way back to India, land of the Sacred Cow.  

2. THE DISAPPEARING MALE - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Documentary Nature/Environment

A documentary about one of the most important and least publicized issues facing the human species: the toxic threat to the male reproductive system.

1. UNCLE BOB'S HOSPITAL VISIT - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Children’s Production
Uncle Bob is getting up in years, but manages quite well, thank you. Then an unexpected illness changes everything. 
2. THE LAST CHAPTER: READING MY FATHER THROUGH THE LENS - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Documentary Point of View and Best Director Non-Fiction
Centers on filmmaker Makiko Ishihara`s relationship with her father. The stern patriarch controlled his family by avoiding communication altogether. This man, who threatened divorce and disownment, leaves behind a memoir. 

3. FINDING THE FALLEN: BARNARDO BOY - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Documentary History and Best Research nominee

An archaeological excavation on a Great War battlefield reveals a mortar pit where a band of brothers fought -  three orphans rescued from poverty in Sheffield, shipped to Canada, then separated.

1. WAPOS BAY: RAIDERS OF THE LOST ART - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Children’s Production
Wapos Bay is a light-hearted stop-motion animation series about the adventures of three Cree children living in remote northern Saskatchewan. 
2. LANDING: SASKATCHEWAN NATIVE THEATRE COMPANY - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Documentary Series and NFB Kathleen Shannon Award recipient
An award-winning, first person documentary series, Landing tells the intimate stories of Canadians with diverse backgrounds. In this episode, a group of inner-city youth joins the Circle of Voices theatre group at The Saskatchewan Native Theatre Company.
3. DREAM-MAGIC ALANIS OBOMSAWIN - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Documentary Biography

This revealing portrait of Alanis Obomsawin sheds a light on the Abenaki filmmakers' vision for documentary and brings to life her personal etchings through animation. 
4. LAND OF OIL AND WATER -2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Aboriginal


Underneath the woods and the muskeg of northern Alberta lie roughly two trillion barrels of oil, fifteen percent of the world's known reserves and six times more than what's left in Saudi Arabia. The oil fields are also the homeland of two small aboriginal communities, Fort Mackay and Fort Chipewyan, which lie along the Athabasca River. 
ARTS & CULTURE TOUR   (Various.  Length: 1 hour, 48 minutes)
1. THE REAL PLACE - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Documentary Arts & Culture

Puccini's famous aria from the opera Tosca, Vissi d'arte, vissi d'amore (I lived for art, I lived for love) provides a fitting summation of playwright John Murrell's life and work. Since the age of 13, Murrell has peopled his life with the creations of his own imaginings.
2. LUZ - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Performing Arts & Entertainment

In the dark, a woman is drawn to the light.  Like a beating heart, the light supplies the energy of her life but it signals danger too.  Stunning imagery weaves together with a unique music score.


3. 40 YEARS OF ONE NIGHT STANDS: THE STORY OF CANADA'S ROYAL WINNIPEG BALLET - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Documentary Arts & Culture, Best Director Non-Fiction and Founder’s Award recipient 
Set in the vastness of the Canadian prairies and recovering from The Great Depression, Winnipeg seems nothing more than a stop on the way to somewhere else. Yet in this unlikely small town of wild winters and sweltering summers, an amateur dance club is born.  

4. HUNGU - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award nominee for Best Animation
The hungu is an African musical instrument, ancestor of the Brazilian berimbau. Its origins are carried on in an ancient tradition. Inspired by the grace and raw beauty of African rock paintings, Nicolas Brault applies his narrative gifts to a world where humans and nature are subtly linked.  
5. ANNE MURRAY - FRIENDS & LEGENDS - 2009 Performing Arts & Entertainment submission

An intimate journey with the legendary Anne Murray and some of the world's top female vocalists, featuring a behind the scenes peek into the recording process of Anne's latest CD release, 'Duets'.
GENERAL TOUR   (Various.  Length: 1 hour, 56 minutes)
1. LE NOEUD CRAVATE (THE NECKTIE) - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Animation

This skillful, finely-detailed animation using puppets and animated drawings exposes the dehumanizing effects of futile work and the fading of youthful aspirations.  

2. RECORD - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Director Fiction
A sidewalk record sale takes an emotional turn when a chance musical discovery yields a powerful response.  Based on a true story.



3. JACKPOT - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Documentary Point of View and Emerging Filmmaker Award recipient
In a bustling metropolis like Toronto, it’s easy to feel lonely, unlucky, and invisible. Jackpot gives the viewer a sometimes sad, sometimes funny, always compelling peek into the lives of a community forged in the unlikeliest of places…a Bingo Hall. 

4. NORM - 2009 Golden Sheaf Award winner for Best Documentary Social/Political, Best of Festival Award recipient and Director Non-Fiction Award nominee
A love story—pure and simple. But there is nothing simple about it. A loving sister decides to take her older brother with Down Syndrome into her home, to provide the care and the sense of family and community she feels he has been denied since he was sent away to foster homes many years ago.
