E-TEXT & MP3 OPTIONS:
E-TEXT (MS Word):

Most E-Text for novels / chapter books is produced in Microsoft Word format.  E-Text can be used with software such as WYNN, Write: OutLoud, Kurzweil, Word Q, TextAloud and Premier, which convert text to speech and read the file aloud.  Files are usually provided in “read-only” format.  MS Word E-Text files can be identified by the “.doc” tag that follows the file name.

E-TEXT (Adobe pdf Files):

Most E-Text for Textbooks is produced in Adobe pdf format.  This E-Text can be used with software such as ZoomText, Adobe Reader and Premier.  File may be accessed using Adobe, Premier or Kurzweil software.  Adobe pdf 
E-Text files can be identified by the “.pdf” tag that follows the file name. 
 E-TEXT (Adobe Flash Files):

Some E-Text for Textbooks is produced in Adobe Flash format – these discs are received directly from Publishers – these files are VIEW ONLY.
Shockwave flash object E-Text files can be identified by the “.swf” tag that follows the file name.

MP3:

MP3 files are produced from E-Texts.  They are highly compressed audio files that can be played on a computer using Windows Media Player or any CD players that are MP3 compatible.  MP3 files can be identified with the “mp3” tag that follows the file name.  Typically, 1MB is equal to one minute of music or several minutes for spoken word/audio books.  NOTE:  material that has been produced in an E-Text format can be converted to MP3.

The standard Words Per Minute (WPM) reading rate that is set on these files is 120 WPM.  Some students are more successful if the reading rate is slower, since they process auditory input much more slowly than the average learner.  If you receive the CD and find the reading speed either too fast or too slow, contact Fran and ask her to adjust the rate to meet the student’s need.  Please make note of the speed that works for your student and include this information when making future requests.  Feedback has been received from schools already using the services and 120 WPM seems to be the preferred reading rate for many students.
